1. Supporting overseas experts in a
relevant field giving seminars or
conference presentations in New Zealand
preferably at two or more venues.

2. Sponsoring New Zealand experts from
other relevant fields of expertise

3. Providing assistance to garden staff
undertaking specialist study overseas and
presenting their findings at a BGANZ
seminar or conference.

Projects will be considered where:

- They increase the knowledge and
expertise of BGANZ member gardens
usually through presentations at BGANZ
sponsored seminars and conferences.

- The subject of the presentation or study
is relevant to most member gardens.

Funding of overseas travel is generally
only open to staff from financial member
gardens and, in addition to a seminar
presentation, a paper or article may be
requested. This funding is not intended to
support attendance at BGANZ conferences
because separate funding is already

available for this.

The
grant will need to be used within 18 months
of approval.

The application should include:
- Name of submitter and contact details.
- The scope of the project and its benefits.

- Evidence of specialist expertise of the
person/applicant being funded.

- A projected timeframe.

- A breakdown of anticipated costs including
identification of other possible or confirmed
sources of funding.

Applications should be made in writing to
the BGANZ branch president a month
before the spring and autumn BGANZ (New
Zealand) executive meetings.
